Conditions	of	Entry	

 

The Competition: 
 Contestants must ensure they fulfil the contestant criteria for entry.  Those who do not meet the 

criteria will be eliminated from judging. 
 

On Course Competition: 
 The judge's decision is final. 

 Winners will be selected in each category by a roaming on-course judge. 

 
Judging Criteria: 
The on-course Judge will base their decisions on the following criteria: 

 Competition is open to all genders 

 Contestants must be wearing shoes 

 Judges will look for a COMPLETE outfit, including headwear 

 Overall coordination with the outfit worn.  

 Quality and Workmanship of the individual pieces 

 Appropriateness of the outfit for the event and on-course weather 

 Understanding and interpretation of the current fashion trends 

 Grooming and deportment and confidence in the wearer 

 Suitability of the outfit for the climate of the day. Consider the season. 

 Winners will be selected from each pre-determined category. 

 

People’s Choice – Online Competition: 
 A suitable selection of entrants will be chosen from photographs taken by the on-course 

photographer. 

 Only photos taken by the official photographer will be considered for judging. 

 Entrants will be displayed on the Albury Racing Club webpage and offered as a public vote. 

 The winner will be determined by the highest number of votes for an individual. 

 In the event of a tie, the Albury Racing Club will determine how the prize will be awarded. 

 The decision of the Albury Racing Club is final, and no correspondence will be entered into.
